Born on 15 April 1452 in Vinci Ttaly, @ “Renaissance” genius, inventor, artist, and one of the most diver-
sely talented individuals to have ever lived His curiosity exceeded different areas of interest, from
painting and music to science and architecture He had various and remarkable contributions, including
designing the cannon, the machine qun, gliders, turnspit for roasting meat, canal system to irrigate
fields, and inventing the parachute, and mostly for painting the famous Mona Lisa The reason Tm
writing about him is not because of his works, but to reflect on how he visualized the world differently
to inspire ideas and make history.

One of the key principles he followed was to take notes, and observe without sitting any distinctions
ahead. Meaning that specializing and knowing only about one field of knowledge was clearly not his
thing For instance his combination of both science and art contributed enormously to his work, that
intersection lead without a doubt to openness to other perspectives. Therefore to creative and genuine
contributions, Da vinci didn' take into consideration boundaries that restrict our curiosity.

Moreover, Da Vinci's had notebooks where he took notes and discussed his concerns, feelings and
relationships. He had an interesting habit, which is questioning everything around him in order to
understand how it works, he tended to collect every knowledge he could in order to satisfy his curio-
sity.
