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Marcus Aurel is one of the influencing philosophers. He was one of the last “good emperors” of Rome 
who genuinely cared for the well-being of his citizens. He lived in a time where chaos was everywhere 
and carried the empire on his shoulders keeping it out of danger. He always believed that the life where 
equality and justice is widely spread leads to peace in the world. 

The following text is taken from his book “Meditation” which is considered as a source of 
self-improvement. Even though he wrote these words around 2,000 years ago, his insights still carry 
strong weight today.

The paradox of good and evil, the truth and dishonesty, activeness and passiveness, has always 
existed in humanity’s history. However, we’re still asking the same questions nowadays. 

There is always an internal conflict inside each one of us, either to be active and do something with 
our lives or to remain passive. Hard work gives our lives a meaning and influences the world of what 
we are able to do, simply we give a meaning to our presence on earth.
Yet, there is always a driving force towards laziness and passiveness. That always come as several 
excuses about the lack of time, conditions, family, and money. We keep ourselves linked to passiveness 
through different excuses that are not actual boundaries.

Making achievements is linked to the strong desire we maintain inside of us. Imagine that day when 
you go to bed is the last day in your life? How would you feel about your precious time gone on 
entertainment, watching TV, lying on the couch, complaining about the things you couldn’t do, and 
blaming other people but not you.

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Desiderius Erasmus Roterodamus connu sous le nom Érasme est né en 1469 à Rotterdam. Il était un
grand écrivain et prêtre catholique évangélique qui a tout de même refusé de suivre les protestants 
parce qu’ils nient le libre arbitre de l’homme. Suite à sa critique envers l’Église et à sa conception 
humaniste de la chrétienté. Il était Surnommé "Prince des humanistes".

Enfant illégitime mais cela n’a pas empêché ses parents de s’occuper de lui avec soin. Il avait fait ses
études dans une école célèbre pour ses élèves éminents et dirigée par Alexander Hegius qui a eu une
grande influence sur les qualités humanistes d’Érasme .

Comme étudiant, il a choisi de mener une vie indépendante, sans se sentir lié par des liens
académiques, des castes religieuses ou ce qui aurait pu entraver sa liberté de pensée et d’expression
littéraire .

Auteur de nombreux ouvrages dont le fameux Éloge de la folie et épistolier infatigable qui a écrit des
lettres à tout ce que l’Europe compte de princes et de disciples novices. Il est également l’auteur de
Querela Pacis dont il réclame « le monde entier est notre patrie à tous », dans le cadre de son
cosmopolitisme et sa lutte pour la paix en Europe .

Érasme de Rotterdam est mort le 12 juillet 1536 à Bâle, après avoir influencé la pensée dans l’Europe
entière, où il était connu comme un homme particulièrement instruit et un grand penseur de son 
temps .
